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Professor Krzysztof KWIATEK works in the National Veterinary Research Institute (NVRI), Pulawy, Poland. In the years 1977 – 2002 he has been working in the Department of Hygiene of Food of Animal Origin in this Institute on a position of food microbiologist and V-ce Head of the Department. In the meantime in 1983 – 1984 he has been appointed to the Visiting Fellow position at the Department of Animal Science, Ohio State University (OH), USA. Since 2003 he is the Head of the newly established Department of Hygiene of Animal Feedingstuffs at NVRI. 
His research concentrates on feed and food safety aspects in the whole food production chain and covers lately recognised food-borne pathogens i.e. Salmonella, Listeria monocytogenes, Campylobacter jejuni and C. perfringens and C. botulinum. Recently there have been added new problems to his activity i.e.  methods of detection of processed animal proteins, residues of antibiotics in feeds and GMO. 

Professor Kwiatek published more than 500 different original research and popular/review papers, laboratory instructions, books, monography chapters and research communications. 
He is also an active member of the Polish Committee for Standardisation and the permanent delegate to the ISO/CEN meetings. He is the V-ce President of the European Food Chain Parlament “FOODLAWMENT”. 
Mr Kwiatek is also involved into the postgraduate training courses for veterinary inspectors and laboratory stuff of veterinary laboratories. In the years 1990 - 2004 he actively participated in several PHARE projects concerning food and feed safety.
Professor Kwiatek is a long-standing collaborator of the Codex Contact Point for Poland.
