POLAND AS THE FAO/WHO COORDINATOR FOR EUROPE FOR 2009-2011

At the last 32nd Session of CAC Poland was officially appointed as the new FAO/WHO Coordinator for Europe. 
The tasks of the FAO/WHO Coordinator for Europe should:

· Defines the problems and needs of the region concerning food standards and food control;

· Promotes within the Committee contacts for the mutual exchange of information on proposed regulatory initiatives and problems arising from food control and stimulates the strengthening of food control infrastructures;

· Recommends to the Commission the development of world wide standards for products of interest to the region, including products considered by the Committee to have an international market potential in the future;

· Develops regional standards for food products moving exclusively or almost exclusively in intra regional trade;

· Draws the attention of the Commission to any aspects of the Commission’s work of particular significance to the region;

· Promotes coordination of all regional food standards work undertaken by international governmental and non-non-governmental organizations within the region;

· Exercises a general coordinating role for the region and such other functions as may be entrusted to it by the Commission;

· Promotes the use of Codex standards and related texts by members.
Poland, as the FAO/WHO Coordinator for Europe for 2009-2011, is responsible for organizing next, 27th session of CCEURO which will be held in Warsaw from 5th  to 8th October 2010 as well as the FAO/WHO – EURO Regional Workshops on Codex Alimentarius (scheduled for 4th October 2010).
Professor Krzysztof Kwiatek, Head of Department of Hygiene in Animal Feedingstuffs in
the National Veterinary Research Institute of Poland is the Chairperson of the FAO/WHO Coordinating Committee for Europe.
