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1. Introduction

The FAO/WHO Regional Workshop took place on 4th October 2010 in Warsaw, Poland. The Workshop was attended by 48 participants representing Albania, Armenia, Bulgaria, Codex Secretariat, European Commission, Food and Agriculture Organization, Georgia, Hungary, International Council of Beverages Associations, Italy, Kazakhstan, The Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Republic of Moldova, Montenegro, Poland, Romania, Russian Federation, Serbia, Slovenia, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, USA, Uzbekistan and World Health Organization. The Workshop was organized by Poland with support of FAO/WHO Codex Trust Fund. 23 participants received support from the FAO/WHO Trust Fund for enhancing participation in Codex in order to attend the regional workshop and subsequent 27th Session of CCEURO (Warsaw, 5th to 8th October 2010).

4. Objectives of Workshop
The objective of the one-day Workshop was to provide information on the purpose and priority procedures of Codex Alimentarius Commission and Codex food safety analysis principles as well as to orientate participants for the subsequent 27th Session of CCEURO. Therefore, the following objectives were indentified:

· discussing the risk analysis paradigm and scientific data in the context of strengthening national food safety and public health protection systems;
· increasing to understand of risk analysis processes within Codex activities;
· preparing participants for the 27th session of CCEURO; 

· determining some priorities for follow up work by FAO and WHO 
and other partners in the region.

The Agenda for the workshop is attached as Annex 2. 

5. Issues discussed during the Regional Workshop 

The Workshop was focused mainly on increasing knowledge in the following aspects:

· Food hazard analysis process: strengthening national and international food standards and food safety systems;

· Conformity assessment and risk based planning of monitoring programmes: 
a case study for pesticide residues;

· Risk management decision-making: considering science and "other legitimate factors (OLFs)"; 

· National data collection activities and priorities in the region; 

· Codex texts related to risk analysis and outline of how risk analysis applies in Codex;

· FAO/WHO Scientific Advice within Codex: JMPR risk assessment and linkage to CCPR, JEMRA activities and outcomes. 

Some recurring themes during the Workshop included:

· Importance of a functional separation between risk assessment and risk management (not necessarily implying different institutions);
· Importance of collaboration between public health authorities and food and veterinary sector in food safety authorities including risk analysis, risk management and risk communication;
· The need for preventive approaches to manage food safety risk though GAPs, GHPs and HACCP. This implies also the need for effective risk based inspection and monitoring and control programs in the food chain;
· To ensure that the final food product is safe and to prevent and control foodborne hazards in the food chain as early as possible;
· Consideration of incidence of foodborne diseases in association with impact on human health is an integral part of data to be considered when assessing national food safety risks and risk management measures to be implemented.
In the summary of the discussion the Workshop attendees shared information about food safety control programs in their countries including monitoring and data collection targeting specific food safety hazards e.g. veterinary drug residues, pesticide residues, Salmonella. Some participants noted particular problems related to the organization of food safety systems such as insufficient funds and human resources, and need for training in risk analysis framework application at country level.

6. Conclusions

The participants of the abovementioned Regional Workshop concluded that these capacity building activities were very useful and there is a strong need to organize such meetings more often and continue the regional events to strengthen 
the European representation and inputs during the Codex meetings.
